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Diploma of Enrolled Nursing (Partial)
Nurses make a real difference to the comfort and care of patients every day.  The job offers diversity, challenge and opportunities to work in interesting fields such as private or public hospitals, nursing homes, GP clinics, immunisation clinics, schools, cruise ships, prisons, and community health clinics and in research positions.

The Enrolled Nurse qualification is recognised in all states of Australia. 

Nurses enjoy eight weeks holiday per year due to their shift work arrangements.  Shift work also means generous penalty rates for afternoon, night and weekend duty.

West Coast TAFE offers a program for Year 11 and 12 students.

Students in Year 11 attend classes for 1 day per week, over a 15 week period.

Students in Year 12 attend classes for 1 day per week for 15 weeks. 
The following year students study fulltime on campus.

West Coast TAFE works in partnership with many health services to enable students to attend practical placements and Graduate Enrolled Nurse Programs are provided by all the major hospitals in WA. About 90% of our graduates are offered graduate programs prior to completion of the course.
Training is nationally recognised and with a massive shortage of nurses, graduates will never be short of work opportunities.

Enrolled Nurses work under the supervision of a Registered Nurse and are accountable for the care they give. Duties may include: personal hygiene care for patients, monitoring a patient’s vital signs, wound dressings, administration of medications, admission and discharge of patients, assisting in theatre, reporting, and documentation and assisting the doctor in medical procedures. 

The Enrolled Nurse has plenty of opportunity to continue further study once graduated, in areas such as Paediatrics, Acute Care, Theatre and Mental Health and can gain an Advanced Diploma.

Upon completion of the Diploma of Enrolled Nursing, graduates can also apply to University to convert to a Registered Nurse qualification, with one year of this three year degree credited.
